TICKETING POLICY
Avoiding the payment of a fare is a very serious matter. Any person failing to purchase a valid ticket after having had an opportunity

to purchase one risks prosecution for fare avoidance. To ensure that we only prosecute those persistent

offenders, we are introducing the following policy in line with the national conditions of carriage.

FAILURE TO PURCHASE TICKETS AFTER HAVING HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO DO SO.

Any person found to be travelling without a valid ticket after having had an opportunity to purchase one will be issued

with a warning, but allowed to purchase return tickets at child rate discounts where applicable (16 years or over must

pay the full fare).

FAILURE TO PURCHASE TICKETS 

A warning will be issued and the individuals name and address taken.

Name and address details of those pupils who are unable or unwilling to pay the fare will be forwarded to Debt Recovery and 

Prosecution Unit for their attention.

Any person found to be without a valid ticket after having had an opportunity to purchase - may risk prosecution for fare avoidance.

If your children travel from Darwen, Blackburn, Ramsgreave & Wilpshire, Langho or Whalley to Clitheroe every day, then
we’ve got a wonderful offer worth up to £259.50 per child.

That’s how much money you could save if you buy an Educational Season Ticket for the full school year* (September to July).

And a season ticket offers more than just tremendous value, it also offers peace of mind.

No more headaches getting the right money together each morning. No more worries about them losing it, or spending 
it on something else, and being unable to pay the train fare home (if they lose their season ticket we’ll replace it**). 
And no concerns that they might then be tempted to try and travel on the train without paying the fare.

We consider faredodging to be a serious issue, and prosecute anyone found to be travelling without a valid ticket. Last year
we successfully prosecuted over 80% of the people who we caught not paying their fare.

So, if you invest in an Educational Season Ticket now, you could end up saving a lot more money than you think. And because
there are no restrictions on when your child uses their season ticket, it continues to save you money (and peace of mind) at
evenings and weekends too! Which means you can splash out and spend some money on yourself for a change.

*Based on purchasing tickets on a daily basis. **One application for a duplicate season ticket can be made per ticket, £10 administration charge applies.
These tickets are valid at weekends and evenings. 
These discounted season tickets are offered on condition that the users of the tickets agree to abide by the National Conditions of Carriage and the railway
Byelaws. Any repeated breach of these conditions may result in withdrawal of the ticket.
To take up this offer, please take the attached application form to Northwich ticket office. Please try to avoid peak hour times when there may be queues.
Applications can be submitted at any time but will only be available for collection from 1st September 2011.
