Apart from being extremely enjoyable, interesting and important, History
is a unique subject which allows you to learn invaluable skills for life after
school. It teaches you how to analyse, evaluate and interpret evidence
effectively and enables you to develop excellent literacy, thinking and
debating skills. History gives you detailed knowledge of past events and
knowing how people lived and behaved in the past helps you to
understand why people and governments act like they do today.

Paper 1 — Breadth study with interpretations: Britain Transformed
1918-1997.

Paper 2 — Depth study with sources: The USA 1955-92 Conformity
and Challenge.

Paper 3 — Aspects of breadth and depth with sources: Protest,
Agitation and Parliamentary Reform in Britain ¢1780-1928.

Paper 4 — Coursework: Students undertake an independently
researched enquiry on the Origins of World War One.

Assessment

Students will be examined in four papers at the end of Year 13:

Paper 1 - Britain Transformed 1918-1997. This paper is worth 30%
of the A Level qualification.

Paper 2 - The USA 1955-92: Conformity and Challenge. This paper
is worth 20% of the A Level qualification.

Paper 3 — Protest, Agitation and Parliamentary Reform in Britain
¢1780-1928. This paper is worth 30% of your final A Level.

Paper 4 — Non Exam Assessment: Origins of World War One. This
is worth 20% of your A Level and will be internally assessed at the
end of Year 13.
